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Our Perpetual Eucharistic Adoration chapel
opened on April 26, 1996, the Feast Day of our
parish. The Blessed Sacrament was processed into
our new chapel after a thanksgiving mass. This was
followed by a wine & cheese in the parish hall.
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Our adorers, we have 194 in total, come from
all over the city. Also, many of them have been with
us since the very beginning. This chapel has been a
haven for many distraught souls. For example, there
was one gentleman from out of town who spent hours
every week in our chapel, as his grandmother lay
dying in the hospital.

Our real start-up was 2 years prior to the
opening of the chapel, when we handed out a prayer
card to all our parishioners and had them pray a Hail
Mary daily, petitioning our Mother Mary for help in
opening a PEA chapel. On Holy Saturday 1995, a
couple from Sudbury, Ontario came to the door of the
rectory to talk to us about opening a perpetual
adoration chapel, and to offer to help us in any way
they could to get us started.

That Fall 1995, Fr. Francis Geremia came to
our parish to do a cenacle and then headed out to a
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
